Programme of Eurekabuild and related events

An important event will take place in Birmingham on October 28-29, hosted by UK NTP. This event will include 3 meetings.

1. On October 28 (9:30 to 15:30), the UK NTP will organise a EurekaBuild workshop including: 

· presentations on 2 topics of high interest for the UK NTP: 

· Information Communication Technologies and Automation (ICT&A) 

· Reduced Resource Consumption (RRC)

· presentations of proposal-ideas for Eureka and networking/brokerage sessions between potential partners (Although not a requirement, those attending with project ideas are encouraged to submit a two line outline in advance to share with other delegates. It would of course be most advantageous if the European delegates attending could submit any one or two line outline they are actively seeking to broker in advance of the workshop) 

· presentation on the ECTP status (organisation, action plan...)

2. On October 29 (morning, room for 25 persons), the ECTP Advisory Group on SMEs will organise a meeting, probably including presentations on new SMEs dedicated projects.

3. On October 29 (afternoon from 13:00 until around 17:00, room for 50 people), will take place a mixed meeting reserved to the EurekaBuild SC Members and the NTPs Representatives (therefore the 92 recipients of this mail, listed in the linked document named "NTPs-EurekaBuild WG Membership"). The objective of this meeting will be essentially:

· to exchange on the ECTP current status 

· to define an action plan for the Network of NTPs and EurekaBuild in 2009 

· to start the participation of NTPs in the updating of the ECTP SRA-IAP (Roadmap) to be ready by mid-2009.

You will find a provisional Agenda linked to this message. I would appreciate receiving your comments and proposals on this Agenda before October 10.

Practical information: registration, hotels,..
This event will take place at the NEC in Birmingham, where the national industry trade exhibition "Interbuild" takes place at the same time.

More details will come shortly on these meetings. However, as EurekaBuild SC Members (NUS or NUP) and/or NTPs representatives in ECTP, you are kindly invited:

· to plan to attend yourselves the EurekaBuild SC and NTPs Representatives meeting on October 29 afternoon, 

· to plan to attend yourselves the other meetings and to promote the participation of interested persons from your respective NTPs to these other meetings.

Since the NEC area will be quite "busy" during these days, it is strongly recommended to make plane and hotel reservations as soon as possible. Some rooms have been pre-reserved (October 27-28-29 nights) by the UK organisers  in the newly-built Ibis Hotel at Birmingham airport (please quote confirmation number 127973 when contacting the hotel). The NEC is 2 miles from the airport (5-10mn by taxi). Reservations have to be confirmed strictly by October 13th. Afterwards it will be probably nearly impossible to find a room in the NEC area.

As part of the event, the UK will be hosting a dinner for UK companies and Eureka delegates at the Crown Plaza Hotel on the evening of the 28th.

Registration for the event is handled by the Modern Built Environment Knowledge transfer Network. The fee for European delegates (88.13£~110€) covering lunches, coffee and dinner can be paid on the registration page.
